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INVITATION 
 

Blood safety is now a main concern in Africa, not only because of the heavy burden of HIV / 

AIDS and the high prevalence of communicable diseases in blood, but also because of the 

high incidence of malaria illness or deficiency, and severe bleeding of various origins, which 

may require massive transfusions.  

 

Moreover, the quality and safety of blood products including blood products (LBP) to direct 

therapeutic use are therefore based on: 1) a rigorous implementation of activities in the 

collection, preparation, biological qualification of the gift and distribution, and 2) a process 

of quality including all partners and especially the blood donors, prescribers, health care 

facilities.  

 

However, facilitated the provision of antiretroviral treatment in Africa should lead to the 

medical management of a growing number of patients infected with HIV and increased risk 

of invasive procedures performed by care personnel upon release measures security.  

 

There is a need to share knowledge and experiences in preventing and reducing the Blood 

Accidental Exposure (BAE) transfusion risk in blood transfusion activities in African countries 

and around the world. This need and the international character of accidental exposure to 

blood and viral transmission by blood transfusion are the reasons to initiate a global 

conference on this important subject.

Abidjan is the economic capital of Ivory Coast, whose administrative and political capital is 

Yamoussoukro and the most populous city of the West African French-speaking. It is also the 

second largest French speaking city intramural and the third largest city.
